21. Apologies
Kevin Lee gave apologies which were accepted

22. To discuss the proposal from Strutt & Parker for the allotments in Stoke Doyle
JG gave a background history of the site and advised that there is a current demand for allotments in Stoke Doyle.  Some parts of the land are for allotments, but one part is being rented by a long standing tenant under a separate agreement.
KP gave an overview of previous contact with Strutt & Parker and reported on her research into how the allotments in Titchmarsh operate very effectively. 

There was a lengthy discussion on the logistics of running allotments. It was proposed that the Council should write to the Land Agents, pointing out that under section 8.5 of the Village Design Statement (adopted in 2016), this land was designated for use as allotments. It needs to be clarified which part of the site is under a separate tenancy arrangement. It was proposed that the Stoke Doyle Councillors could facilitate contact between the Land Agents and those interested in taking up allotments. 

Action: To draft a letter to Strutt & Parker advising of the proposed action.

23. Planning Applications
NE/22/00645/OUT – Erection of replacement dwelling at The Elms, Aldwincle Road, Stoke Doyle
It was agreed a response of Objection would be submitted because the applicant needs to submit a Section 73 application to replace the agricultural tenancy before any planning application can be considered.
