24. Apologies

25. Declarations of Interest

26. To discuss the proposal from Strutt & Parker for the allotments in Stoke Doyle
The Chair said that legal issues can arise concerning the lease of land that is being managed on behalf of someone else, in this case the landowner. The problem is that at present no Allotments Association exists as a legal entity with whom the Land Agents can enter into an agreement. It was pointed out that the Benefield Road Allotments’ Association currently has a lease agreement with the two members of the family who own the land.
JG confirmed that 6 residents of Stoke Doyle have expressed an interested in having an allotment. They could form an association with help from the National Allotments Association in Corby. It was agreed that the letter drafted after the previous Extraordinary Meeting on 8th August should be sent to Strutt & Parker, indicating that PSDW does not wish to take up the offer to manage the allotments, but that Stoke Doyle Councillors would be prepared to facilitate contact with potential allotment holders. Councillors asked that a response should be requested before the date of the next PC meeting on 19th September.

Action: To send the letter to Strutt & Parker advising of the proposed action.

27. Planning Applications
NE/22/00973/ FUL 645/OUT – Erection of detached building to provide amenity facilities at St Rumbald’s Church, Stoke Doyle. 
The original Planning application was made about 4 years ago for a location inside the Churchyard. However, Stoke Doyle PCC has decided to abandon this in favour of a site on un-consecrated land outside the Churchyard, because the Diocesan Advisory Committee had repeatedly made objections. Those present had no objection to this application.
