27. Apologies
Carew Treffgarne and Gill Williams gave apologies and these were accepted.
28. Minutes to be approved of the Parish Council meeting held on Monday 11th July 2022

29. Staunch Update
No update received as the meeting was cancelled due to the period of national mourning.
30.  Update from the Highways Meeting about Pilton Road, Wadenhoe
Cllr Corker summarised a telephone conversation with Sarah Barnwell – this was following-up on a letter of 26th July sent to SB on the reinstatement of the eroded verges and speed reduction measures on the narrow part of the Pilton Road adjacent to the Old Rectory. 
Sarah reported Highways have a new contract (with Keir) and are now able to action work.
Sarah confirmed she will be asking Highways Engineering to attend the Pilton Road site to look at the feasibility and costs for: reinstating verges, verge edging and associated issues with maintaining in good order this single-track part of the highway once restored, including a possible passing place and signage. 
Sarah also confirmed Wadenhoe will have 20mph advisory speed signs on all 3 vehicular entrances to the village. This is in response to the Parish Council’s interest in being part of the County’s 20 mph trial scheme.  These signs will sit below the existing 30-mile signposts. It was agreed consideration should be given on how best to collect data on whether or not drivers’ slow to the lower speed.  CC to ask SB about the use of data boxes (which count cars and log speeds) and where they could be temporarily installed. 
31. Stoke Doyle Allotments update
No response from Strutt & Parker to date.  It was requested that the Clerk send a chaser email – Action Clerk
