NE/22/01411/FUL – Installation of a ground mounted solar photovoltaic (PV) development on land at Foxholes Farm to the east of Titchmarsh
It is encouraging that STAUNCH has decided to object to this because of their concern for the Nene Valley as a whole. English Nature have already objected because of nesting birds. PSDW Councillors agreed that maintaining prime arable land for food production must be the priority for this location.

NE/22/01456/FUL – Installation of solar panels within Lilford Hall Estate
CT introduced the application for a solar panel installation to provide heating for the Hall. This   will be located on the remains of the WW2 hospital and will not be visible from Pilton or Lilford.

Amendments/additional information to NE/22/00698/OUT and NE/22/00151/FUL. CT gave an update on additional submissions from the applicants, and agreed to draft PSDW responses for consideration. In both cases the main issue is insufficient assessments of potential increased HGV traffic to and from the warehouses on the A605.  The revised applications are now unlikely to go before the Strategic Planning Committee before May.
