1. To consider the condition of Wadenhoe War Memorial and agree any action
The war memorial is situated on Wadenhoe Trust land but maintenance is the responsibility of the Parish Council. In 2018 PSDW had works carried out via a grant. 
Cllrs Corker, Williams and Treffgarne recently carried out a site visit with the Chair of Wadenhoe Trust and were happy that the names of the fallen are still visible. It was agreed no action was needed at this time but we would clean the railings and continue to monitor.

1. To receive an update on STAUNCH 
CT gave an update. Thrapston Town Council has become more engaged in the campaign and sends a representative to STAUNCH meetings. She said that Natural England’s acceptance of the applicant’s ornithological surveys (in particular the Golden Plover) will be challenged by STAUNCH. Another solar farm application is underway near to Foxholes Farm, Titchmarsh.
