29. Public Forum: 
No members of the public present.

30. Apologies
Cllr Jon Jones, Cllr John Gent & Cllr Gill Williams gave apologies which were accepted.

31. Declarations of interest
None.

32. Minutes to be approved of the Parish Council Meeting held on Monday 3rd July 2023
The minutes from the previous meeting were accepted with two amendments regarding attendance and item 21. Cllr Kevin Lee was present at the last meeting, and Councillor Corker requested that the last sentence in item 21 referring to the recording of parking should be removed. 
The actions from the last meeting were noted and updates received.
Highways have provided a definitive map showing the verges in Wadenhoe that they have adopted. 
										
33.  Wadenhoe Signage & Highways Issues
Cllr Corker gave an update on signage & highways issues:-
20mph Advisory Speed Signs 
We are still awaiting the requested 6x speed signs to be hung below each of the 30mph signs
 on the three road entrances to Wadenhoe, as agreed at the meeting with Highways last year.
ACTION: Clerk to find out the costs of 20 mph signs that some other parishes have installed.

34. Update on Wadenhoe Signpost
A quotation from Fine Lines Ltd for £485 has been received for repair work to the signpost in Wadenhoe, which needs restoring. Similar works had been carried to the Pilton signpost by the same contractor. Councillors agreed to proceed with this quotation.
				ACTION: CT to advise Fine Lines to carry out the repairs.

35.  Consultation of East Northamptonshire draft Local Plan Part 2
Cllr Treffgarne gave an overview of the Inspector’s Report on NNC’s draft Local Plan for East Northamptonshire. The Inspector has strengthened the protection for the Upper Nene Valley Gravel Pits Special Protection Area, and has ruled out justification for logistics development proposals on grounds of job creation and economic growth. She therefore accepts the draft Local Plan’s proviso that there no further new sites need to be allocated B8 warehouse use.

36. To receive an update on the Wadenhoe Telephone Box
Cllr Corker gave an update on the phone box in Wadenhoe which is still operational, but the door doesn’t open. BT has a duty of care to maintain it as it is part of the emergency area network. It is also listed in the Conservation Area. The number, if needed, is 01832 720221. 
ACTION: Cllr Corker will report to BT that the phone cannot be accessed because door is jammed 

37.  To receive an update on STAUNCH
Cllr Treffgarne gave an update.  Titchmarsh Historical Society has successfully obtained scheduled monument listing for the Roman Town Remains which will create difficulties for any development proposal.
Titchmarsh Parish Council is writing to Peterborough Diocese to enquire about the development option on the lease of the Glebe Land, which runs out next year.

38. To receive an update on Glebe Court Properties
Cllr Corker gave an update following a letter of complaint that was sent to People for Places  who agreed to investigate living conditions at The Glebe.
ACTION: CC to draft a follow up letter about the findings of the repair team in order to establish what action will be done, which the Clerk will send. 

39. To receive an update on Wadenhoe War Memorial
Two quotes have been obtained for repainting, but it was agreed that this could wait until the next financial year because the work is not urgent.
   ACTION: Clerk to send both quotes to the Wadenhoe Trust and ask
   them what action they would like to take next year.

40. To agree to review the Village Design Statement
The Council was advised that a Village Design Statement (completed in 2016) would be sufficient because the combined parishes are too small for a Neighbourhood Plan. 
We are now due to review the VDS again. PSDW therefore wishes to establish if a Village Design Statement is still relevant or do we need to consider a different sort of plan?
ACTION: Clerk to contact the Planning Department to establish what sort of document is needed.
