61. Minutes to be approved of the Parish Council Meeting held on Monday 13th November 2023
With the clarification in Item 54 that the Clerk should be paid £259.19 ‘gross’, the minutes were approved.										
62.  Matters Arising from 13th November Minutes
· Item 47 – Carolyn Corker reported that the NNC Planning Policy officer has confirmed Village Design Statements are still valid, although PSDW’s would need updating. Advice also provided on 2 other types of community plans: Neighbourhood Priorities Statements and Neighbourhood Plans.   
· Item 50 - Thanks have been sent to BT re the partial refurbishment of 
Wadenhoe’s telephone box and a request made for a full repaint. Works to door completed without need for notification. 
· Item 53 - No response received after a further letter was sent to the housing 
association responsible for Glebe Court. 
· Item 55 -The need to investigate the cost of metal signs has been superseded as Highways has agreed to PSDW receiving (4) metal 20 mph Advisory Speed Limit signs for Wadenhoe.
 
63. To agree the Parish Precept request from North Northamptonshire for 2024/2025 
Given that our major expenditure item arises from salary costs which tend to increase 7%/8% annually, Councillors considered that the Precept should increase by a similar percentage. The Clerk drew attention to her laptop which will have to be replaced in the near future. Richard Lea therefore proposed that the Precept for 2024/2025 should be requested at £6,250, which Jon Jones seconded.  This recommendation was passed unanimously.

64.  To receive the NNC Parking Consultation relating to Stoke Doyle Road, Lilford -Proposed Parking Restrictions between the Lilford Bridges
ENC008 – PSDW had already indicated its support for restricted parking between the two bridges. The majority of Councillors accepted the revised proposal from the Annual Waiting Restriction Review2023/2024- East Northants for double yellow  lines from the bridge on the Pilton side to the traffic lights on the Lilford side of the river. CT has been in contact with Lilford, Wigsthorpe & Thorpe Achurch PC on this issue.

65. To receive an update on National Landscapes (AONB) 
CT said that AONBs have been re-branded as ‘National Landscapes’ in November. CPRE organised a meeting with local estate owners at Elton Hall on 1st December and would be meeting again with Parish Councils in the Rockingham Forest/Upper Nene Valley area on 22 January to discuss next steps. KP, GW, CC & CT are involved in this initiative.

66. To receive an update on the Glebe Court Properties
Given the lack of response from Glebe Court Properties Housing Association, Cllr Corker said she would  try to make contact by telephone.

67. To receive the NNC Local Plan Part 2 Final Version 
CT had looked at the final version of the Local Plan Part 2- East Northants that was finally adopted 6th December 2023. The clause relating to no new B8 warehouses (apart from those in the pipeline) remains intact, but we need to be wary of the forthcoming review of the Joint Core Strategy. 

68. To receive the Clerk’s resignation an – Agree Remuneration, Finishing Date & Handover Arrangements  
RL & CT had reviewed the remuneration due to the Parish Clerk in the light of Local Government Services Pay Agreement 2022/2023 (backdated pay increase and salary up to and including January 2024) which indicate that the total payment  due  to the Clerk is £696.38. HS accepted this figure.
The end date for the Parish Clerk’s employment was agreed to be 31 January 2024. HS will give the PSDW laptop and files to CT and said she would be prepared to discuss handover details with the new Clerk when one is appointed. RJ expressed gratitude to HS for her hard work and dedication as our Parish Clerk since 2018, which all Councillors endorsed.

69. To receive information on an upgrade to existing Parish Council Website 
Trevor Pocknell has informed the Clerk that the website will need upgrading at some point in the future but is alright for the time being.

70. To receive information on the recruitment of a new Clerk 
KP & CT have been contacting Parish Clerks in the area to see if anyone is prepared to take on another part time appointment. RL, CT & CC agreed to form a Staffing Committee (as recommended by NCALC ‘Good Council Guide to Employment’) that would review the job description and contract for a new clerk. They also agreed to organise the recruitment process.															ACTION: CT, RL, CC
