1. Matters arising from 11th  March minutes
Item 81 – CT reported that KL has kindly removed the damaged bench and that we are waiting  for notification from the Members’ Empowerment Fund as to whether our application for a grant for a new bench has been successful.
Item 82 – CC said that we are waiting for Highways to send us guidance about what low lying plants are permitted on Highways maintained verges and the certification process for planting.
Item 84 – GW & CT would draft the letter to NNC inquiring about the role of the biometric tool in planning applications.

1. To receive a report on the recruitment of a new Parish Clerk
Cllr Richard Lea reported that, after interviewing two candidates, Jonathan Ward-Langman has been offered the position. Given Jonathan’s current experience with Glapthorn and Cold Ashby Parish Councils, the Chair was pleased to inform PSDW that he has accepted. He will take up office on 1st June 2024.

1. To  discuss the insurance quotation for 2023/24
Given that ACRES Insurance Brokers  has submitted a very reasonable quotation for Public Liability cover, it was agreed to accept their proposal. KP said they would be submitting a quotation regarding the War Memorial for PSDW ’s consideration. The risk of damage to the memorial was considered to be minimal.

Risks that could affect our insurance policy were discussed. It was agreed that current insurance arrangements are adequate. It was noted that PSDW’s risk assessment policy needs to be reviewed and updated.

Cllr John Gent reported that he had met the contractor two weeks ago but the ground had not been dry enough for effective reparation. He would continue to monitor the restoration work when the weather improves.

1. To receive an update on Defibrillators for Pilton & Stoke Doyle 
Cllr Jon Jones had investigated the DHSC scheme which has closed after awarding 2000 defibrillators. There is a waiting list but he has found that the British Heart Foundation has a similar scheme without a locked cabinet. Cllr John Gent has delegated Stoke Doyle’s interest in having a defibrillator to Natasha Markham. The wall near the PSDW noticeboard has been identified as a suitable location. Cllr Gill Williams has established that the defibrillator by Wadenhoe Village Hall is working and maintained but lacks a location number. The question of a more central location in  Wadenhoe will be investigated. More information will be collected for further discussion as to cost and operation.

1. Items for report only

· 20mph Advisory Speed Signs
CC reported that these will be temporarily located at all three entrances to Wadenhoe Village, with the agreement of both Highways and the Wadenhoe Trust. Other areas within the three parishes could be considered in future. A questionnaire will be used to assess drivers’ perceptions of signs. This could provide data for the revision of PSDW’s Village Design Statement.

· Public Consultation on proposed parking restrictions changes (double yellow lines) in Mill Lane, Wadenhoe resulted in 22 residents against, 3 in favour. NNC Highways Delivery has decided to further consult with local parties concerned.

· Glebe Court
CC announced that a recent response from Area Manager for Places for People requires further research into the viability of residents’ heating facilities.
