In attendance: Richard Lea (RL, Chair), Karen Pollock (KP), Jon Jones (JJ), Kevin Lee (KL), Carew Treffgarne (CT, Vice-Chair), Carolyn Corker (CC), Gill Williams (GW), Jonathan Ward-Langman (JBW-L, Clerk).

35. Public Forum: There were no members of the public in attendance.
36. Apologies: John Gent (JG)
37. Declarations of interest: KL declared an interest relating to item 42 (NE/22/00698/OUT) as he farmed land affected by the proposal. It was agreed unanimously (proposed RL, seconded CT) that he be asked to remain present for discussion of this item and to express any views in a personal capacity. 
38. Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on Tuesday July 9th, 2024: Agreed, subject to amendments. Action JBW-L.
39. Matters Arising from the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on Tuesday July 9th, 2024 (unless covered by other agenda items): deferred to meeting on Monday September 9th 2024.
40. To agree new arrangements for website and ICT: the Clerk presented an options appraisal, which was discussed. CT commented on presentation at NCALC training session regarding migration to ‘.gov.uk’ domain for email and website. It was noted that hosting of the current PSDW website by Spanglefish had been renewed for a further 12 months. 
It was agreed unanimously (proposed CC, seconded GW) that:
· The Council would migrate to the ‘.gov.uk’ domain for email and website.
· That Parish Online would be commissioned to provide new website and email hosting.
· That the Spanglefish website would be maintained as an interim measure to ensure a smooth transition.
· That authority for payment of the Parish Online fees be delegated to the Clerk and cheque signatories and reported to a future meeting for confirmation.
· That the Clerk should be designated website and email administrator for the new Parish Online services; JJ to be granted administrator rights to provide back-up cover.
Action JBW-L, RL.
41. To consider Parish Council response to further email regarding King’s Head Wadenhoe from Mr N. Holland. It was agreed unanimously (proposed RL, seconded KP) that the Parish Council had nothing to add to the response to Mr Holland’s original letter agreed at the meeting on July 9th and would not respond to the further email. 
42. To consider the Parish Council’s response to the following Planning Applications (Clerk)
· NE/22/00698/OUT. KL declared an interest; he remained present for discussion of this item and spoke in a personal capacity (see 37, above). The Council considered a draft letter prepared by CT opposing the application. It was noted that the proposals would be damaging to KL’s business as the land affected is integral to his farm. It was agreed unanimously (proposed KP, seconded GW) that the letter opposing the application drafted by CT reflected the Council’s views and should be submitted to NNC planning. Action JBW-L.
· NE/24/00652/TCA: Discussed. CC and GW had visited and reported that the trees affected posed a clear structural risk to buildings. It was agreed unanimously (proposed CC, seconded GW) that the Council should support the application.
